FESTA DI SAN LUIGI GONZAGA -21 GIUGNO 
 

 È il patrono dei giovani e della 
gioventù. Nato il 19 marzo del 1568, 
fin dall'infanzia il padre lo educò alle 
armi, ma a 10 anni Luigi aveva deciso 
che la sua strada era un'altra. A 12 
anni ricevette la prima comunione da 
san Carlo Borromeo, venuto in visita 
a Brescia. Decise poi di entrare nella 

compagnia di Gesù e per riuscirci dovette sostenere due anni 
di lotte contro il padre. Libero ormai di seguire Cristo, rinunciò 
al titolo e all'eredità ed entrò nel Collegio romano dei gesuiti, 
dedicandosi agli umili e agli ammalati, distinguendosi 
soprattutto durante l'epidemia di peste che colpì Roma nel 
1590. In quell'occasione, trasportando sulle spalle un 
moribondo, rimase contagiato e morì. Era il 1591, aveva solo 
23 anni. È sepolto a Roma nella chiesa di Sant'Ignazio di 
Campo Marzio.
