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YEAR B: SEPTEMBER 5, 2021 - “HE MAKES THE DEAF TO HEAR AND THE DUMB TO SPEAK.”

23rd SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME / B
Today we continue to hear the Gospel of Mark proclaimed.
In today’s reading, Jesus heals a man who was deaf and
had a speech impediment. This is a story about Jesus’
healing power, and in it we find clues about our
understanding of sacrament. We are struck by the physical
means used to heal the man, the use of spittle and touch.
The Church continues to celebrate the sacraments using
physical means. In the Sacrament of Baptism, water and oil
are used to show the power of the Holy Spirit. In the
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick, we are anointed
with holy oil on the forehead and the hands. In the
Eucharist, bread and wine become the Body and Blood of
Christ. We are a sacramental people who believe that
God’s grace is given to us through these physical signs.

SEASON FOR THE CARE OF CREATION
SEPTEMBER 1 TO OCTOBER 4

“Connecting with creation, growing closer to God”

The Season of Creation is a time to renew our relationship
with our Creator and all creation through celebration,
conversion, and commitment. We especially want to use
this time to listen to creation’s cry, song, and invitation by
spending time with creation.

Why go outdoors: Outdoor celebrations have a long
history in the Catholic Church. Jesus frequently prayed in
communion with creation, relying on the peace of the
mountains and desert to connect with our Creator. More
recently, Saint John Paul Il celebrated Masses outdoors, in
line with his vision of creation as a “cosmic church, whose
apse is the heavens and whose aisles are the regions of
the world, in which the choir of God's creatures sings his
praise.”

In Laudato Si’, Pope Francis further urged all of us to contemplate
creation. “There is a mystical meaning to be found in a leaf, in a
mountain trail, in a dewdrop, in a poor person’s face." (LS 233)
